We get more club
members to come out during the winter, in
the middle of the week, at 11:00PM than
we do on a beautiful, sunny, warm Sunday
morning. Let’s hope there is trend toward
increase participation with fun-fly events.

Our monthly fun-fly started with the usual
pizza, pop and trim flights.

January FF event consisted of two events.
The first event was a 1 minute timed flight
with a spot landing (Heckling was
encouraged). The second event was a
limbo. Scoring for the timed flight was 60
points minus 1 point for each second under
or over 1 minute and an addition 25 points

if the airplane landed inside the box. A
clean limbo scored 100 points and a dirty
limbo (between the poles but hits the
ribbon) scored 50 points. Of the 17 flyers,
only 3 were able to complete a clean limbo.
They were also the top 3 finishers. A big
thank you to the judges and score keepers,
we can not run these type of fun-flys
without them.
